Thanks to Blue Jackel, "La Dama de la Música Campesina," sonera María Ochoa 
has recorded her first CD. This is the "Heart and Soul" of Santiago de Cuba, a 
true document-tribute to one of the most popular and representative genres of 
the Cuban musical tradition. 
 
Cuban Son has played an important role in the development of the Afro-Cuban 
idiom. This is no Latin jazz recording, but it's closely related to it. These are 
some of the roots from where the branches of the "big tree" have emerged. This 
music has two elements associated with jazz: improvisation and soul. They 
were definitely present throughout the process of creation of this CD, according 
to Jack O'Neil, owner of Blue Jackel. We have no doubt about it. These sones, 
guarachas, guajiras... are beatifully interpreted by Maria Ochoa and her group.
