These two volumes recording document a memorable 
session held by Papo Vázquez and his Pirate Troubadours 
band, back in 1997. They offer forceful performances by 
the Nuyorican (Philadelphia-born) trombonist and arranger, 
his supergroup and special guests: Arturo O'Farrill on 
piano; Willie Williams on tenor saxophone; Tony Batista on 
bass; Phoenix Rivera (son of the great saxophonist Mario 
Rivera) on drums; Richie Flores on congas; Milton Cardona 
on percussion; Horacio "El Negro" Hernández on drums; 
Andy Gonzalez on bass. Special guests: Michael Brecker on 
tenor sax; Dave Valentin on flute; Raymond Diaz on 
tambora...
